
Rock Creek Canal near Darby, Mont

Study Reach.--Section 1 is about 0.25 mile upstream from gage.

Gage Location.--Lat 46°04'40", long 114°12'40", in SW1/4 sec.28, T.4N., R.21W., on downstream side of footbridge,
0.25 mile downstream from diversion dam, 1.5 miles down�stream from Como Lake, and 4 miles northwest of Darby.
